To update you on the status of the funding appropriated by the legislature,
we received $400,000.00 out of the $545,000.00.

Because of
the short fall in funding we are going to have to eliminate certain activities which
include the following:

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There are some more things that might have to change if we don’t get
enough sponsorship to fund those programs. We are facing some very serious
problems with the opening and closing of the village but we are trying to work
with the administration to try and resolve that situation.
