Conditions Report on Government Houses St. Thomas and St. Croix

	These brief remarks are not meant as a full description based on end-to-end surveys. Rather they are items brought to my attention for proposals.

St. Thomas

	Currently, I have been asked to improve the lighting conditions for a series of rooms on the executive floor, especially needed after hours. The corrections have been reported and the go-ahead is expected. 

	A sound-proofing issue at the Chief of Staff’s quarters and the adjacent public area has been submitted for approval. A solution for the disabled access to the building has been proposed; approvals pending.


Christiansted

	A section of the South courtyard gallery is settling due to misdirected courtyard drainage and roof drainage – the cause of the settlement, and reported to Government House personnel.

	The oversized courtyard fountain, has thoroughly cracked due to the weight and settlement. It needs to be removed and a substitute feature proposed. 

	The 3rd floor Kitchen needs to have its lighting, appliances, counter space evaluated. The clothes dryer needs to vent to the outside, electrical outlets added, etc.
