Re: 	Major Coastal Zone Management Permit No. CZT-03-13(FL) and Lease
           Gottlieb’s Quickway Service Center, Inc.  

The Department of Planning and Natural Resources, Division of Coastal Zone Management is present today seeking approval of the Legislature for major Coastal Zone Management (CZM) permit no. CZT-03-13(FL) and the associated lease.

Major CZM permit No. CZT-03-13 (FL), issued to Gottlieb’s Quickway Service Center, Inc., if approved, will allow the Permittee to install three (3) new underground storage tanks (USTs), to condemn three existing USTs in place, and the removal of localized contaminated soil. In addition, the permit will allow the continued use and occupancy of 17,711 ft2 of filled submerged land which constitutes a portion of No. 3 Crown Bay Fill.  An annual fee of $32,730.12 per year for the first five years, with a provision for increases beginning in the sixth (6th) year of the permit, has been negotiated with the Permittee, per the provisions of 12 VIRR §910(e). It is noted that this permit is for a term of 20 years. 

The St Thomas Committee of the Virgin Islands Coastal Zone Management Commission has found that the major CZM Permit noted above, is consistent with the Virgin Islands Coastal Zone Management Program including the basic goals, policies and standards provided in VIC Title 12 Chapter 21.

The Legislature’s approval of this Major CZM permit, and lease, is therefore respectfully requested.
